Requirements 
 
• Completed Application 

 
• A typed letter of interest should be formatted correctly and grammar standards for the 

state of Delaware should be used. The letter should accompany the application and 
describe the applicant’s financial need for the scholarship.  

 
• Two letters of recommendation from school personnel. 
 
• Official high school transcript 
 
• Acceptance letter to college or completed application to college the scholarship will be 

used for (application will suffice until an acceptance letter is received). 
 
• A typed essay of not less than 250 or more than 500 words stating why education is 

important and should be of value in today’s society and why they are choosing a career 
in education. The essay should comply with content, organization, development, 
mechanics, usage, and grammar standards for the state of Delaware. 

 
NOTE: Applicants DO NOT need to have a family member that is a DSEA Member (active 

or retired) to qualify for scholarship.
